In genital area samples, Colchicine has a significant effect on the microbial abundance (V1/V2; P= 0.020, V3/V4; P= 0.003), patients with high WSAS scores were their bacteria abundance significantly different compared to WSAS low score group (V1/V2; P= 0.004, V3/V4; P= 0.012), and only V3/V4 data showed that gender was a factor that show a significant impact on bacteria abundance in this study.
