Additional file 3. Results of additional analyses
With respect to the stratified models, results were similar to those of the main model with one exception. Self-reported health was significant in the main model: moderate health (OR (95%CI): 1.57 (1.30-1.91)) and (very) good health (OR (95%CI): 1.49 (1.19-1.88)). This was not the case in the model for the prescribed medication (highlighted).

With respect to the IPW models, our results resembled those of the main model except for self-reported health. The main model showed significant associations for self-reported health: moderate health (OR (95%CI): 1.57 (1.30-1.91)) and (very) good health (OR (95%CI): 1.49 (1.19-1.88)). Self-reported health was not significant in the IPW model (highlighted).
