	Dislodgment
	Dislodgement refers to a PICC moving from its original position by 3 cm or more.

	Occlusion
	Inability to withdraw blood and inability to infuse fluid.  

	Blood reflux
	Blood reflux into the VAD lumen.

	CASI
	Catheter-associated skin impairment (CASI) refers to drainage, erythema, or other skin abnormalities such as vesicles, bullae, erosion, or tears at a CVAD site beneath the dressing, lasting 30 minutes or more after the dressing is removed.

	Thrombosis
	Color Doppler ultrasound was used to detect the existence of thrombosis immediately if suspected symptoms of PICC-related venous thrombosis occurred,

	Unplanned removal
	Unplanned extubation refers to the uncontrolled and accidental removal of the catheter.

	Catheter damage
	Catheter with visible fractures and leaks at the site.

	CLABSI
	A central line-associated bloodstream infection (CLABSI) occurs when a pathogen is isolated from a blood culture in a patient who had a central line either at the time of infection or within 48 hours prior.

	CASI: Catheter-associated skin impairment
CLABSI: Central line-associated bloodstream infection
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
