	Ductal-dependent lesions

	Category 3
	CHD with likely hemodynamic instability in the delivery room requiring immediate specialty care for stabilization
	D-transposition of the great arteries

	Category 4 
	CHD with expected hemodynamic instability with placental separation, requiring immediate catheterization/surgery to improve survival
	Hypoplastic left heart syndrome, D-transposition of the great arteries with restrictive or intact atrial septum

	Unknown/other
	CHD cases that do not fit into the defined categories
	Other unspecified cardiac lesions
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
