[bookmark: _Hlk515007397]SECTION B. CHOICE EXPERIMENT (For the respondent to read)
Universal Health Coverage (UHC) means that everyone should have access to quality health services they need and should not be exposed to financial hardship when accessing those services. In pursuit of UHC, countries are defining a package of health interventions.
(procedures/services, devices, drugs, and vaccines) to make available through their health systems. The Kenyan government has also prioritised achieving UHC.

Assume the government wants to include some health interventions into a UHC benefits package. The questionnaire presents a set of questions each prompting you to choose between two health interventions (Intervention A or B) based on specified criteria. These alternatives differ only by the levels of the following criteria:
1. Effectiveness and safety – Whether the intervention delivers an improvement in health status and reduction in mortality and is safe for use. This may either be slightly effective and safe or moderately effective and safe or highly effective and safe.
1. Catastrophic health expenditure - Whether including the intervention in the health benefits package reduces the financial burden of paying out of pocket for the service. The intervention may either not reduce the financial burden of paying out of pocket or reduce the financial burden of paying out of pocket.
1. Health systems capacity requirements - Whether the intervention can be provided to Kenyans based on existing health system capacity in terms of human resources, medicines, and other service provision requirements. This may either be above national average or below national average.
1. Equity - Whether the intervention addresses the disparities in access and utilisation of needed health services and health status of Kenyans. This may either be the disease mainly affects the well off or mainly affects the poor.
1. Severity of disease - Whether the intervention addresses the most debilitating forms of a disease to an individual. The intervention may target a disease that is either mild or moderate or severe.
1. Congruence with existing priorities - Whether the intervention is in line with constitution, prevailing laws and prevailing health sector policies and priorities as further investments and policies are made. The intervention may be classed either as low priority or medium priority or high priority.
For each task you will be prompted to choose an intervention you prefer among two options namely Intervention A or B. Consider all criteria when making your decisions. If you do not want to answer any of the questions, move on to the next question.
