The PWID-specific interface maintained the
same structural elements while adapting
messaging to address concerns specific to
people who inject drugs. Key messages
emphasized non-judgmental services ("We don't
ask unnecessary questions. A TRULY confidential
HIV test"), community responsibility (*Take care
of those around you"), and empowerment
despite challenging circumstances ("There are
things that are difficult to control. But HIV isn't
one of them").

The general population interface featured a map
of Ukraine with HIV test point search
functionality, hotline contacts, and
comprehensive educational materials. It provided
step-by-step testing information and details
about additional support services. The
messaging emphasized safety through
knowledge ("Getting tested and knowing is much
safer"”), confidentiality, and prevention statistics
("~75% of new HIV cases are the result of
unprotected sex"). This interface served as the
