	As someone who has lived through war, witnessed healthcare systems collapse, and experienced life in countries where health policy is either neglected or entirely absent, I believe medical education must go beyond clinical knowledge—it must equip future doctors with the tools to understand, critique, and influence health systems.  Growing up in a country where health policies existed only on paper, I learned early that without implementation and accountability, policy means nothing. Then, moving through regions where healthcare was a privilege, not a right, I experienced firsthand the consequences of poor governance and the absence of structured health planning—patients dying not from disease, but from system failure.  With that, I recommend:  1. Make Health Policy Relatable and Real: Teach policy through case studies of health system successes and failures, especially from low-resource or conflict settings. Let students see how policy shapes life and death outcomes—not just theory, but real impact.  2. Include Voices from the Front Lines: Invite professionals and survivors from failed health systems—refugees, doctors from war zones, or public health workers in underserved areas—to share lived experiences. This will humanize policy and foster deeper understanding.  3. Empower Medical Students as Future Advocates: Teach how to read, analyze, and even draft policy, and provide platforms for students to engage with local health governance. We need doctors who can speak both the language of healing and the language of policy change.  4. Connect Policy to Justice: Emphasize health equity, ethics, and the right to care. Let students grapple with the moral dimensions of policy—how decisions about funding, access, and priority-setting can uplift or destroy communities.  For me, health policy is not just an academic subject. It is the invisible hand that shaped my childhood, took away people I loved, and forced me to imagine what a functioning healthcare system should look like. Medical students must be armed not only with stethoscopes, but with knowledge of how to fight for change, so no one grows up watching their health system crumble.
