The figure illustrates the association between Body Roundness Index and the probability of all-cause mortality in two age groups (<60 years and ≥60 years). For the <60 years group, an increase in Body Roundness Index is positively correlated with mortality probability, with lower mortality probabilities at lower index values, followed by a gradual increase in risk as the index rises. In contrast, the ≥60 years group shows a higher baseline mortality probability overall, but changes in mortality probability with increasing Body Roundness Index are relatively modest and exhibit slight fluctuations. These findings suggest that Body Roundness Index has a more pronounced impact on mortality risk in younger individuals, whereas its influence is less marked in the older population.
