No statistically significant differences were observed between patients' age, body mass index (BMI), smoking and alcohol consumption status, and the mean scores of the New Sexual Satisfaction Scale Self-Centered Subscale, Spouse-Partner/Sexual Activity-Centered Subscale, and the IIEF-5 total score (p > 0.05) (Table III).

No statistically significant differences were found between postoperative complication status or history of erectile dysfunction and the mean scores of the Sexual Satisfaction Scale Self-Centered Subscale, Partner-Centered Subscale, and total IIEF-5 score (p > 0.05) (Table IV).
