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· Breast cancer affects mostly middle-aged Somali women (40–59 years).
· Invasive ductal carcinoma is the most common histological subtype (85%).
· Most patients present at stage II or III with moderate to poor differentiation.
· Lack of screening and diagnostic tools contributes to delayed presentation.
· Study underscores urgent need for improved breast cancer care in Somalia.
