Univariate logistic regression identified Ann Arbor stage III-IV (vs. I-II: OR=47.5, 95% CI: 11.41-197.7, p<0.001) as the strongest predictor of marrow infiltration. Positive associations were observed for age (OR=1.02/year, p=0.005), WBC (OR=1.09, p<0.001), and β2-MG (OR=1.08, p=0.023). Inverse associations were noted for HB (OR=0.98, p<0.001), PLT (OR=0.99, p<0.001), Fib (OR=0.72, p<0.001), APOA (OR=0.23, p<0.001), PA (OR=0.99, p<0.001), NLR (OR=0.84, p=0.001), and PLR (OR=0.99, p<0.001). Remaining variables were non-significant (all p>0.05).
