Reviewing specific tracer indicators for each domain, three of the four indicators for staff and guidelines showed a significant downward trend, including guidelines for essential childbirth care (, checklists/job-aids for essential childbirth care (, and staff trained in essential childbirth care (. For equipment, there was a statistically significant downward trend in 10 of 17 indicators including emergency transport (, sterilization equipment (,  examination light (, vacuum aspirator/dilatation and curettage kit (, delivery bed with stirrups (, partograph (, gloves (, blood pressure machine (, thermometer ( and hand hygiene items ( [Table S2].

For equipment, there was a statistically significant downward trend for two of five indicators including anesthesia equipment ( and oxygen (. Both indicators for diagnosis (blood typing ( and cross match testing (.  ) and five of nine indicators for medicine and product including blood supply safety (, halothane (, thiopental powder (, Suxamethonium bromide powder (, and Ketamine injection (.  showed significant downward trends [Table S3].
