SI3: Data exploration and Analysis
Cluster analysis
The Gap statistic indicated a local maximum at five groups (Fig S3.1), however, from an interpretation perspective there is a clearer logic to a four cluster approach as the groups align well to Low/High categories against the two dimensions of SDGs impacts on pollinators and pollinators’ contributions to the SDGs. Given there is very little difference in the gap statistic between four or five clusters, we have used a four cluster approach to assist with interpretation.
