Focus: The main focus of the survey was the assessment of health professionals’ perspective of the EVI Box and the health information brochures as well as their experiences using the EVI Box in everyday practice.
Topics of the survey:

· suggestions for improvement
· evidence-based health information material topics
· use of EVI-Website 
· participation in EVI-Workshop 
· sociodemographic data 
Participation: The survey was distributed to 82* out of 105 EVI settings (general practices and primary care centres). 34 participants completed the survey.
*Note: To meet the submission deadline for the final report to the funding organization, Survey 1 had to be completed and analysed before the project officially ended. Settings that were recruited during the final month of the project were not included in the final evaluation survey, as they had insufficient time to gain experience with the EVI materials.

Topics of the survey: 
· reasons for participation 
· personal delivery of evidence-based health information materials
· use of EVI-Box and evidence-based health information materials
· use of EVI- Website 
· sociodemographic data
Participation: The survey was distributed to newly recruited EVI settings as part of the follow-up project. Of the 92 total settings, 68 were primary care settings. Evaluation Survey 2 was sent to 44 of these. Settings that were recruited too close to the end of the project, did not participate in Survey 2. Instead, they were only invited to participate in the final evaluation survey (Survey 3).

· Unique visitor: is a web metric referring to the number of distinct individuals who access a website during a specified time period. Each visitor is only counted once, regardless of how many times they return to the website.
