
Supplementary Table 66:  . Detailed Stratification of Sub-Cohort 4 (n = 20) by Individual Outcomes


· Patients undergoing CCF surgery elsewhere (n = 4)


· 3 reported a good postoperative outcome


· 1 reported a mostly positive postoperative outcome


· Patients who booked CCF surgery at our center but cancelled (n = 6)


· 2 cancelled due to denial of insurance coverage


· 3 cancelled due to socio-economic reasons


· 1 cancelled citing “not ready”


· Patients interested in CCF surgery but unable to proceed (n = 3)


· 1 developed severe problems with Median Arcuate Ligament Syndrome (MALS)


· 1 was hospitalized for a severe psychotic episode


· 1 was later lost to follow-up


· Patients opting for conservative management (n = 3)


· 1 primarily affected by horizontal CCI


· 1 pursued stem cell therapy


· 1 later developed severe Tethered Cord Syndrome


· Patients lost to follow-up after completing ICT (n = 4)
