All CT scans were performed using the following scanners: iCT 256 (Philips, Cleveland), Ingenuity core128 (Philips, Cleveland), Revolution CT (GE, Waukesha), and Discovery CT750 HD (GE, Waukesha). CT scans were performed with a tube voltage of 120 kVp, automated mAs exposure, pitch of 1.0. Images were reconstructed at 1.0 mm thickness and 1.0 mm interval using standard kernels. Scan field was from the lung apex to the middle portion of both kidneys.
