Highlights
· Early meconium passage associated with faster breastfeeding improvement
· Infants passing meconium <7.17 h showed greater early score improvements
· Meconium timing may help identify newborns who need closer breastfeeding support
· Findings support integrating meconium timing into neonatal assessments and discharge planning
· Study provides new evidence linking meconium timing with breastfeeding outcomes
