The table presents collinearity diagnostics for the variables included in the multivariable model assessing the abuse of at least one psychoactive substance. All Tolerance values are close to 1 (≥0.90) and VIF (Variance Inflation Factors) range from 1.004 to 1.107. These results indicate no problematic multicollinearity among the independent variables. In practice, VIF values above 5 (or 10) would suggest serious concern.
Thus, the variables—educational level, life status, knowledge about drugs, relationships with father and mother, and alcohol abuse—can be simultaneously included in the model without risk of coefficient instability due to collinearity.

The table presents eigenvalues, condition indices, and variance proportions for the independent variables included in the model assessing the abuse of at least one psychoactive substance. Most condition indices are below the commonly used thresholds (≤10), with the exception of Dimension 7 (13.210), which would warrant closer attention. However, for this dimension, no two variables show variance proportions >0.50 simultaneously, which would normally indicate problematic multicollinearity.
Highlighted cells show the highest variance proportions: Status of life (0.73), Level of education (0.67), Relationship with father (0.53), Relationship with mother (0.71), and Abuse of alcohol (0.85). Although these values suggest that some variables contribute strongly to specific dimensions, they are distributed across different dimensions rather than clustering together.
Taken together, these results suggest that no severe multicollinearity exists among the predictors. The variables can be retained in the multivariable regression model without risk of instability or redundancy.
