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PRISMA flowchart showing the study selection process. A total of 1431 studies were identified from publication databases, and 986 were initially identified and excluded. Following the screening of titles and abstracts, 226 references were determined to be irrelevant for review. The full text for the 219 remaining articles was reviewed. One hundred and twenty-two were excluded due to (1) having duplicate cases/cohorts, (2) no molecular diagnosis, (3) wrong patient population or (4) presenting aggregate data for cases/determined to have high risk for bias. A total of 97 articles that met inclusion and exclusion criteria were ultimately included. 
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
