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Molokans are a Spiritual Christian group, which rejected the ritualism and the hierarchy of the Russian Orthodox Church. They originated in Russia in the 18th century, however, in the 19th century they were resettled by Tsarist Russia to the Caucasus region, where they created several villages. At the present time, Molokans comprise one of the ethnic minority groups in Armenia [1]. According to the Armenian census of 2022, there are approximately 2000 Molokans living in the Republic of Armenia, mostly in Lori province (villages Fioletovo and Lermontovo) [2]. Molokans have their unique culture and beliefs. They rigorously preserve communal identity by maintaining their traditional lifestyle and practicing strict endogamy. There are two common versions for the etymology of the name “Molokan”; according to the first one, it comes from the Russian word “moloko” which means milk, because it is habitual for them to drink milk during the abstinence, while the second version claims that their faith is clean as the white milk. The main occupation of Molokans in Armenia is cattle breeding and farming. They are especially renowned for their pickled cabbage [3]. 
Yezidis make up the largest ethnic minority group in Armenia. The most important element of their identity is their religion - Yezidism. Yezidis originated during the 11th-13th centuries in Northern Iraq (Sinjar). In the 19th-20th centuries Yezidis migrated from the Ottoman Empire to Transcaucasia (Armenia and Georgia) in order to escape persecutions and permanent harassment by Ottoman authorities [4]. According to the 2011 Armenian census, there are approximately 35.000 Yezidis currently living in Armenia [5]. Most of them inhabit the surroundings of Mount Aragats; Aragatsotn, Armavir, Ararat, and Kotayk regions [6]. Since they mostly live in rural and suburban areas, their main occupation is sheep breeding and sometimes plant breeding. Yezidis practice their distinctive culture and have their food preferences. The traditional food of Yezidis is mainly based on meat (never pork), milk products (yogurt, cheese, curd,), cereals, grains and herbs. avoid pork, cabbage. Since Yezidis live a semi-nomadic lifestyle, it is quite common for them to gather wild plants and use them in their traditional dishes. Yezidis strictly avoid pork and cabbage, according to their holy Black Book, lettuce, common bean, pumpkins, bamia (okra), fish, deer, roosters are forbidden types of food for Yezidis [7].
