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Background
Hepatitis B virus (HBV) has been a major bloodborne pathogen infecting a large number of healthcare workers (HCWs) all over the world. It is also the leading cause of acute, chronic liver disease, cirrhosis, and hepatocellular carcinoma which leads to death.
Nigerian population born before the introduction of hepatitis B vaccine around 2004 would have missed getting the vaccine, as such, would be vulnerable to the infection and its complications. The oldest of these children that received hepatitis B vaccine should be around 18 years now. Most health care workers are above 18 years as at today. It is important to determine vaccine uptake among the population of health workers to understand the level of risk to which they are exposed. There is a chance that most of the healthcare workers above 18 years of age did not receive the vaccine as infants. Probably a large number are yet to receive the vaccine even as adults.
