It covers the victims' issues with food security, food services, and their opinions on potential solutions. To guarantee preparation acted communities receive sufficient and culturally relevant nutritional support, it is crucial to create more efficient, accessible, and sustainable food services in earthquake situations, disaster preparedness plans, and comprehensive food security policies.
