The prevalence of mental disorders has been steadily rising due to aging populations, rapid urbanization, and social structural changes, posing significant public health challenges globally. Despite advances in pharmacological treatments, limited social functionality, high relapse risk, and adaptation difficulties persist in patients with mental disorders, emphasizing the critical need for rehabilitation services.

EAPC trends were assessed through linear regression models,using y=α+βx+ϵy=α+βx+ϵ, where y=ln(ASR) and x=calendar year. Spearman correlation analysis was performed to evaluate the strength of associations between SDI and rehabilitation needs for mental disorders. Analysis revealed a significant increase in rehabilitation needs, with a 34.8% rise in the number of people requiring services for mental health conditions globally. The Estimated Annual Percentage Change (EAPC) for ASR was -0.19% (95% UI, -0.22 to -0.16), indicating a slight decline in relative prevalence. Contrastingly, developmental intellectual disability demonstrated a strong negative correlation with Socio-Demographic Index (SDI), while schizophrenia and autism spectrum disorders showed positive correlations, highlighting disparities in rehabilitation demands.

Further examination of data highlighted the disparity in resource allocation and access to rehabilitation services, particularly among elderly women and young men, with pronounced needs in low- and middle-income countries. Spearman correlation analysis confirmed varied associations between SDI and mental health rehabilitation needs, emphasizing the socio-economic impacts on mental disorder structures. This study underscores the importance of targeted policies and interventions to address these inequities.

The analysis of the Global Burden of Disease Study 2021 reveals a substantial rise in mental disorder rehabilitation needs, with the global prevalence increasing by 34.8% from 1990 to 2021. Despite a slight decline in age-standardized rates (ASR), the overall burden in Years Lived with Disability (YLDs) heightened, indicating growing challenges in addressing mental health worldwide.

This study highlights socio-demographic disparities, underscoring significant rehabilitation needs, particularly among vulnerable groups such as elderly women and young men in low- and middle-income countries. The positive correlations between Socio-Demographic Index (SDI) and certain mental disorders reflect the implications of socio-economic development on mental health infrastructure. Integrated approaches targeting Universal Health Coverage (UHC) and SDI-specific strategies are essential in mitigating the global rehabilitation burden.

Despite utilizing comprehensive data from the Global Burden of Disease Study, limitations include potential biases in data collection and the exclusion of substance use disorders, which may impact the overall representation of mental health rehabilitation needs. Additionally, the reliance on specific indices such as SDI may not fully capture local variations, necessitating nuanced studies to better understand region-specific dynamics.
