Questionnaire used to evaluate participants’ perceptions of the 3D-printed simulator before and after the training session. The instrument consisted of items on a 5-point Likert scale (1 = strongly disagree to 5 = strongly agree) and open-ended questions. The original version was written in French; an English translation is provided here for reference. The questionnaire was not formally validated. Open-ended answers were not included in the quantitative analysis.
The questionnaire consisted of two parts. Part I was administered prior to the practical session and evaluated the self-perceived knowledge, skills, and confidence of students in endodontic microsurgery. Part II, which was completed after the session, assessed the perceived realism of the simulator, the students’ progression, overall satisfaction, and views on the educational value of the model.
