LOCATION GENDER TRENDS
The overall AAMR showed a small, non-significant increase from 1999 to 2001 (APC: 3.05%, 95% Cl: -2.46 to
3.02), followed by a significant gradual decline of -4.00% (95% CI: -5.23 to -3.86). This was further followed
by a smaller, non-significant decline until 2019 (APC: -1.88%, 95% Cl: -3.68 to 0.32).
