This term refers to the possibility that a work generated by artificial intelligence may retain some degree of uniqueness or originality, especially when it reflects human intent or hybrid processes.
Degree of agreement (Scale 0-10):
· 6.1. A work created by a human being conveys a sense of originality and uniqueness (aura).
