Study 2 deviations from preregistration
The analytic approach largely followed the preregistered plan (https://osf.io/f4rba) for Study 2, with several minor modifications. First, the preregistration specified one-way ANOVAs examining the effect of language framing on stereotyping and dehumanization, with follow-up analyses testing moderators. In the final analyses, these factors were instead modeled simultaneously using factorial ANCOVAs including language framing, diagnosis, and familiarity as fixed factors and age (mean-centered) as a covariate. Second, familiarity with mental illness was preregistered as diagnosis-specific personal experience; however, the distribution of responses did not support reliable separation by diagnosis, and familiarity was therefore modeled as a binary indicator reflecting any personal or close-other experience with mental illness. Third, although the preregistration proposed excluding influential outliers based on diagnostic statistics (e.g., Cook’s distance), extreme values were instead winsorized within each subscale (±3 SD) to reduce undue influence while retaining observations. Fourth, several additional data-quality exclusions were implemented that were not specified in the preregistration, including removing participants with implausible completion times (<150 s or >7,200 s) and those reporting implausible or missing demographic information (e.g., age outside 18–75 years or missing education). These adjustments were implemented prior to hypothesis testing and did not alter the conceptual structure of the preregistered hypotheses.
