In this study, we assumed the majority of fireflies captured were Photinus pyralis, which was corroborated by independent citizen science data: within a 50km radius of the study site during the sampling months of June, July and August, 8 species of firefly had been detected since 2010, but P. pyralis was by far the most common species (251 of 419 observations, 60% of observations, with the next most common species Lucidota atra representing just 8% of the captures58.
