ATG Cz (Attitude toward guns - Czech version)
This version of the questionnaire assessing human attitudes towards guns and their use is modified for the Central European environment. Unlike the questionnaires developed for the American surveys, it reflects more closely the current situation regarding firearms. The questionnaire was developed for research purposes in the Czech Republic, its use is also appropriate for other Central European countries where the situation regarding guns is similar. The first part (questions 1-6) measures the level of fear that people may feel in different situations related to keeping and using guns (the “anxiety” subscale). The second part (questions 7-12) measures individuals' attitudes towards guns and their willingness to use them (the “avoid” subscale).
Each part of the questionnaire is scored separately as a distinct subscale. The first part, the ‘anxiety’ subscale, is the sum of the results of all questions rated on a scale of 1-7 (1= barely afraid at all, 7= very much afraid). The higher the final score, the more fear of guns the respondent feels. The second part, the “avoid” subscale, contains questions that have a reversed meaning; the scores of these questions have to be reversed when evaluating them, namely questions 9 and 11. The questions are again rated on a scale of 1-7 (1 = strongly agree, 7 = strongly disagree). The higher the final score, the more respondents are uncomfortable with the use of guns and the more they try to avoid the use of guns.
The final score (for the “avoid” subscale) is obtained by the following sum: final score = question 7 + question 8 + (8 - question 9) + question 10 + (8 - question 11) + question 12.
