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Clinical Vignette for Semi-Structured Interview
Mrs Roberts, a 42 year old woman with ADPKD, presents for follow-up. Diagnosed incidentally at age 35, her family history includes her mother who was on dialysis by age 60. No other medical history other than well-controlled asthma.
Her recent bloods show a serum creatinine of 110 umol/l (eGFR 48). The most recent ultrasound showed “numerous cysts”, the largest being 5cm on the left kidney. Her kidney volume on an MRI 12 months ago was 920ml. She’s asymptomatic other than occasional bilateral flank pain. No recent history of haematuria, UTIs or cyst rupture. 
Mrs Roberts’ is concerned about disease progression and inquiries about interventions, particularly tolvaptan. But worries about its side effects affecting her quality of life and job.
