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In a large target trial emulation using TriNetX data, glucagon-like peptide-1 receptor agonist initiation was associated with a lower risk of incident colorectal polyps or adenomas compared with sodium–glucose cotransporter-2 inhibitors after rigorous propensity score matching and a ≥180-day latency period following colonoscopy.
